Working with exhibition designers
Smith and Jones, the new displays will focus on the people who have
lived and worked in the building throughout its history, and the stories of
the people and communities of Wimborne and East Dorset.

When we started, we considered to which cause we would give any profit. | was on
the Salisbury diocesan/Sudan committee and knew of the work of the Sudan
Medical Link. In 1996, Patsy Glazier and I, on behalf of Salisbury Diocese, visited
Sudanese refugees in East Africa. We went to Cairo, to Uganda (where we were
joined by Robert Pearce) and finally to Khartoum. Outside Khartoum, in a displaced
persons camp, we saw evidence of the medical link, with boxes of medicines and
other items labelled as having come from Salisbury. They were being dispensed
from a make shift clinic. Despite the country suffering from a lengthy Civil War, all
the consignments had reached their destination without loss. We decided that any
profit from Lunch and Chat should go to the Sudan Medical Link.
