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Our 400th issue!

This month marks the 400th issue of Wimborne Minster Parish
Magazine, rather younger than the Minster itself, but still a significant
milestone.

Although there are much earlier parish magazines, which can be read in
the Priests House Museum archives, the first issue of the modern series
came out nearly 34 years ago in 1985, under the name Print. John and
Connie Davis produced it for many years, painstakingly collating items,
mimeographing every page on the office photocopier, and then hand-
stapling around 300 copies

Rosalind Jensen took over in about 2010, joined by Arthur Little in 2013

and Barry Gibbs in 2017 .The cover was printed in colour from 2015,
using the good offices oandtheinaolouPr i e
photocopier. The range of contributions became broader, although we

were still limited in what photographs we could reproduce. And the

copied pages were still sorted and stapled by hand.

At the beginning of 2019, we decided to use a professional printer to
produce the complete magazine. This has enabled us to improve the
guality of the images throughout the magazine. To help pay for this extra
cost, advertising was introduced. Reflecting the changing nature of the
magazine, the name Print was dropped in favour of Wimborne Minster
Parish Magazine - the intention was to widen its scope to embrace more
of the townds activities, as happe
were also stimulated by the closure of the Stour and Avon Magazine,
sorely missed by many in the town. The first year of this new format has
been largely successful in its aim, with around 20 advertisers ready to
use the magazine to promote their products and events. However, we
aim to push on further, both in the range of topics and advertising.

The magazineds distribution has be
distributed to Minster parishioners, copies appear regularly in the Tourist
Information Office and several retail outlets in the town, as well as in GP
surgery,dentist s and Victoria Hospital wa
the magazine has appeared on the Minster website since 2015.

The editors would like to thank all our contributors, our advertisers and
Minster staff over the years. We look forward to your support in the
future growth of Wimborne Minster Parish Magazine.

world, run by local volunteers across the country. Of the 60 volunteers
who help in the Wimborne shop, 32 come from the Minster congregation!
Thank you so much for your dedication and support year on year.

Cards for Good Causes aims to ensure that over 70% of the sale
proceeds from its cards and Christmas goods actually goes to the
charities it supports. Last year it was 71% and with the sales in
Wimborne being £55,000, our contribution to the charities was some
£40,000. A remarkable achievement.

The Minster is one of the charities supported locally, along with the
Friends of Victoria Hospital and J
£1000 worth of Minster Christmas cards and goods are sold in the CFGC
shop and CFGC also gives a donation of £1500 for the use of the

Lounge over the 9 weeks leading up to Christmas, which is a welcome

sum towards the running of Church House.

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Hidden Histories: War Memorials

November is the month we remember those who gave their lives for our
freedom and our attention is centred upon the War Memorial standing on
the Green outside the Minster.

The memorial was erected in November 1921. It was designed by well-
known church architect Ninian Comper. and the sculptor was W. D.
Gough, who worked with Comper on a series of war memorials in the
1920s.

The memorial is made of Doulting stone from Somerset. On
an octagonal base with three tiers of steps, a cross with a
tapering shaft is surmounted by a cap and tabernacle with
four panels representing (East) the Nativity, (West) the
Crucifixion, (North) St Cuthburga, (South) St George and the
Dragon.

The cost of the Memorial, and the tablet to the fallen of the
First World War inside the Minster, amounted to £855, which o
was raised by the residents of the town. As a result, the memorial on the
Green belongs to the town rather than the Minster.

The tablet in the North transept of the Minster has 164 names on it; after
World War Il a second tablet with 33 names was set up in the South
transept, with a further memorial to those who have died in active service
since then. Len Pearce, who has just retired as a Guide in the Minster,
researched the names listed. He discovered the families, where they
lived, what rank each man held and where they were killed. His findings
are recorded in folders at each of the memorials in the Minster. Chris
Brown, working with the Priestoés H
these men, and the moving play The Gathering, performed by Wimborne
Community Theatre in 2018, was based on his research.

At the 9.45 service, we always enjoy hearing what Sunday School (including the
choristers) has been doing.

We asked the children to look at a plate which had a conker, an acorn and a
mustard seed on. What did they think these things would become’> They said
the conker would grow into a conker tree and the Lo

acorn would grow into an oak tree. Then they |

realised they had overlooked the tiny mustard seed. |
They thought it might grow into a flower - so we |
showed them a picture of a mustard tree.

Mild white mustard grows wild in North Africa and the Middle East. The children
knew quite a lot about mustard: there are different colours and types, and you
can have it with sausages or burgers. We talked about how mustard can liven
up the taste of some foods and add a bit of zing, particularly to cold meats.

What else could the mustard tree provide? Shade to animals and people. Fallen
twigs or branches could be burnt to create heat or cook food. Other branches
could be used to construct a house. The tree offers a lot.

Then we told the following story:

Jesus' closest disciples said to him, "Help us to have more faith." He
replied, "Even if your faith is only the size of a tiny mustard seed, you could
say to this mulberry tree, oDi g wup
would do as you ask." &

Jesus was trying to empower his disciples, telling them what they can do with
even a tiny amount of faith. He is encouraging them in their faith as he
encourages us in ours.

For example, God won't do everything we ask because we don't always know
what is best for us - but he does. So, if we pray for patience, does God give us
patience or does he give us occasions to be patient? If we pray for courage,
does he give us courage or the opportunity to be courageous? And what about
if we pray for our family to be close. Does God zap us with warm fuzzy feelings
or does he give us opportunities to love each other?

We thought about how we can make a difference to other people, and how the
small seed of faith within us can be planted in others, with the hope that it will
grow big and strong like a tree and spice up their life like mustard! Finally, for
our craft activity, we made a picture of the mustard tree using the seeds for the
leaves.

The talk at our Harvest Supper was given by Andy

Lester who is Head of Conservation at A Rocha
UK ( https://arocha.org.uk ). This is a Christian
ROCHA charity working in many different ways to care for
ST the natural world.

We heard about the way that climate change is affecting us in this
country now, as well as some scary predictions for the future if the rate
of global warming is allowed to continue. Numbers of birds, mammals,
insects and wildflowers have decreased drastically and birds such as
nightingales, swifts and hen harriers could become extinct in Britain
before long.

Other matters of concern that have an impact on the environment are
Brexit, and the internet, T in particular its effect on children who become
disconnected from nature. Our health crisis is partly due to lack of
exercise causing physical and mental ill health.

After all the 6doomdé, Andy gave us
government declaring a Climate Emergency, the growth of conservation
groups, rewilding and the fact that some species are increasing in the

UK, e.g. dormice, little white egrets, peregrines and pine martens.

A Rocha UK runs an urban nature reserve in Southall where the local
community can have contact with nature and care for wildlife, and a rural
one in Suffolk providing a rich habitat for dragonflies. It works closely
with Hilfield Friary, Lee Abbey and other places. It also developed
EcoChurch, the award scheme to help churches bring creation are into
every part of their church lives. We have the bronze award and we are
now more inspired than ever to work towards the silver award!

Tivoli Theatre
Wimborne is fortunate in having its own cinema, but to include with it an
auditorium and stage suitable for plays, pantomimes and other live acts,
IS a real bonus.
The Tivoli Theatre was initially a town house, Borough House. In 1936 it
was bought by E de Wilde Holdings with the intention of creating a
cinema, and the Art Deco auditorium was designed. Older residents may
still remember the excitement of electrical lighting, and the (now
restored) lightshow that preceded events. Most recently, the original
canopy over the front of the theatre has also been reinstated.
In 1980, however, the County Council drew up plans for an inner ring
road which would cut through the Tivoli site, and the cinema then
remained closed until 1993. That particular road plan was eventually
abandoned and the theatre building was rescued and restored, under the
leadership of Malcolm Angel.
After the County Council received a request with 7000 signatures, they
offered the premises at a peppercorn rent, with the cost of repairs to be
met by the theatre itself. Thanks to a generous contribution from
Wimborne Town Council, the Tivoli re-opened on the 23rd November
1993, firstly as a theatre and a year later with cinema facilities as well -
the show was on the road! Staffing was principally by volunteers. In 1997
a board of trustees was set up, but by 2002 it was apparent that a
professional with a background in the entertainment business was
needed, and the present manager, Charlie North-Lewis, was appointed.
Charl i eds pr ieeentsoh fpr mara daystofahe pyaek,
increaseing opportunities for live acts - the first signing in this new
timetable was the comedian Jack Dee. The Tivoli now has a perfor-
mance virtually every night of the month - films, live bands, plays or
one-man shows. It is on the regular tour route of a number of acts;
comedians regard the Tivoli as one of their favourite venues. It is also
home to the excellent Wimborne Drama Group and, of course, the
Christmas pant omi mRck Whittingten, starireg ondtlee b
20th December.
There are around 100 volunteers, who are vital for the success of the
operation, and 9 salaried staff. One of the over-riding strengths of the
